We thought you might like to know how we’ve been doing for the last few months, seeing that time
has flown by so quickly and we’re already into the 2nd quarter of 2025!

Sterilisations and Vaccinations - With sincere thanks to Vet Gildo (Tavira) who gave up free
days to help us, we managed to sterilise 40 dogs and cats..... some external and some from
the Haven; those who are ready to be rehomed now. Additionally, a vaccination marathon
of sorts was undertaken at the haven by Vet Gildo..... we managed to get 27 dogs
vaccinated and micro-chipped!

Adoptions - Since our last newsletter in January, we have rehomed another 4 dogs (one was a lovely
CDH girl taken back by the Haven late last year..... now named KIRIA, she lives locally with Tabatha and
is loving her new life!  The other three were BRAMBLE another of the Sheepdogs who’s gone to live in
the countryside, KARA (the Staffy, formerly named Kara) who has been adopted by a family in Tavira and
BONNY who was also one of the sheep dog litter, also living locally now.

Dogs Waiting - At the moment, we are keen to find homes for the last sheepdog.... SHEP who is a really
beautiful boy and is ready for his new home. We also have a few other pups who are now around a year
old and of course, we’d love to find homes for them. In the meantine, they’re all being trained to walk
like ladies and gentlmen on the lead.... plus other basic manners and commands. We also have the five
Mini-Podengos that we rescued and who were bottle-fed until they were ready to face the world and
normal puppy food!

Infrastructure Renovations - We are thrilled that we’re going to be able to upgrade the old kennels (those
on the outside of the enclosed area).... we’ve been wanting to do this for a long time and now we have a
free kennel to house our residents when the upgrade is taking place. We’re hoping to let you have
photos in our next newsletter.

PAWS Charity Shop, Cabanas - It’s with sincere thanks and admiration for Lisa and our PAWS team who
have done an absolutely amazing job of updating our charity shop. With a significantly improved look
and feel, we believe our shop will appeal to all shoppers.... our goods are well categorised and the space
in the shop has been efficiently maximised.
